CLASS “A” LICENSE

CLASS “A” Licenses are available to employees of industry firms (a company
currently working with a team or teams and require access to service their product.
i.e. engine builders, manufacturers of cars/parts or other equipment) who require
access, as determined by NASCAR, to garage and pit areas to conduct business.

Renewals are sent out automatically each year. If you are requesting a Class “A”
License for the first time you will need to submit a written request to Jim Cassidy,
P.O. Box 2875, Daytona Beach, FL 32120-2875. The request must be on company
letterhead, and include a brief statement indicating date of birth, description of
duties/functions and purpose for requiring access into the garage and pit areas, also
include a statement indicating that your company does not have a direct program or
sponsorship involvement with NASCAR or a team. You must also include two (2)
business references (people with whom your company does business), their
addresses, and telephone numbers. This is to be done for each license being
requested.

Class "A" License holders are not eligible for a “hard card”. You will have to sign in
at the registration trailer by showing your NASCAR License. You will then receive a
credential for that particular Event. You are also allowed to submit one (1) guest for
each NASCAR Sprint Cup Series Event. The deadline for submitting this request is
always the Thursday ten days prior to the Event for which your guest plans to attend.
Your request should be on company letterhead and include your guests’ name and
Drivers License number as well as your name, affiliation and title, your phone
number and your NASCAR License number. This request should then be either
faxed to the credentials department @ 386/681-4289 or emailed to Carole Parks—
cparks@nascar.com. Please notify your guest that they will be required to complete
a Single Event License (SEL) form, and pay a $735 fee (Cash or Check Only) at the
registration trailer, at the track. The SEL allows access to garage and pit areas. Itis
not necessary for you to accompany your guest to the registration trailer. A guest
may only attend four (4) Events per year before being required to purchase their own
license.

The Class "A" License fee is $5,170.
CLASS “B” LICENSE

CLASS “B” Licenses are available to employees of industry firms who require access
to garage and pit areas to conduct business at NASCAR Camping World Series,
NASCAR Canadian Tires Series and NASCAR Whelen Modified and Southern
Modified Touring Division events.

If you are requesting a Class “B” License for the first time you will need to submit a
written request to Bob Duvall, P.O. Box 2875, Daytona Beach, FL 32120-2875. The
request must be on company letterhead, and include a brief statement indicating
date of birth, description of duties/functions and purpose for requiring access into the
garage and pit areas, also include a statement indicating that your company does
not have a direct program or sponsorship involvement with NASCAR or a team. You
must also include two (2) business references (people with whom your company
does business), their addresses, and telephone numbers. This is to be done for
each license being requested.

The Class “B” License fee is $1,000.



PREMIER LICENSE

PREMIER Licenses are available to employees of firms that have direct sponsorship
programs with NASCAR. (Contingency, Licensees, Official Status, Promotional
Partner, Special Awards, Series Sponsors)

The Premier License fee is $3,300.
SALES REPRESENTATIVE LICENSE

SALES REPRESENTATIVE Licenses are available to employees of marketing/sales
companies which require access, as determined by NASCAR, to garage and pit
areas to conduct business. This license is also used for public relation people who
are not affiliated with NASCAR or a team, companies that have a product to sell but
are not currently working with a team but need access to make contacts or to sell
their product.

Renewals are sent out automatically. If you are requesting a Sales Representative
License for the first time you must submit a written request to Jim Cassidy, P.O. Box
2875, Daytona Beach, Florida, 32120-2875. The request must be on company
letterhead and include a brief statement indicating date of birth, description of
duties/functions and purpose for requiring access into the garage and pit areas. You
must also include two (2) business references (people with whom your company
does business), their addresses, and telephone numbers with whom your company
does business. This is to be done for each license being requested.

Sales Representative License holders are not eligible for a “hard card”. You will
have to sign in at the registration trailer by showing your NASCAR License. You will
then receive a credential for that particular Event. If you would like to request
credentials for a guest you will need to contact the team or company you work with.
The Sales Representative License fee is $6,600.

TEAM SPONSOR LICENSE
TEAM SPONSOR Licenses are available to employees of firms that have a primary
or associate sponsorship with a NASCAR Sprint Cup Series, Nationwide Series, or
Camping World Truck Series team. (Budweiser, Napa, Dupont, Lowe’s.)
The Team Sponsor License fee is $2,310.

PROMOTER LICENSE

PROMOTER Licenses are available to track employees. (Owners, Executives, and
Public Relation Personnel)

The Promoters License fee is $220.
OFFICIALS LICENSE
OFFICIALS Licenses are available to people who work as race officials.

The Officials License fee is $100.



OWNERS — CUP, NATIONWIDE, TRUCK
COMPETITION CAR/TRUCK OWNERS Licenses are available to Team Owners.
If the vehicle is co-owned, only one of the owners needs to buy this type of license,
the other owner can purchase a Competition (crew) License. You must however
purchase a separate license for each car/truck in each division in which you
compete.

The
Silver License is for Drivers competing in any two NASCAR Series, other than the
NASCAR Sprint Cup Series.

CAMPING WORLD SERIES/TOUR LICENSE

CAMPING WORLD SERIES/TOUR Licenses are available to Owners, Drivers and
Crew Members in Camping World Series, either Whelen Tour or Canadian Tire
Series. Owners requesting a car number will need to contact: Cecelia Owens @
(386) 239-2667 to see which numbers are available. You must purchase a separate
license for each car in each division in which you compete.

NOTE: Drivers also have the option to purchase a Silver License which entitles you
to receive entry blanks for any two Series other than the NASCAR Sprint Cup
Series.
